Abstract

This article analyzes current issues of inclusive education in preschool
institutions, international experience, and contemporary challenges. The research is
based on Vygotsky's socio-cultural theory, the zone of proximal development
concept, and modern empirical studies. The article analyzes the latest scientific
works from Europe, North America, and Asia (2023-2025). A meta-analysis by Wei
et al. (2025) demonstrated the positive impact of inclusive preschool education on
child development (SMD=0.583). Key challenges are examined in detail: teacher
training, architectural accessibility, parental involvement, and diagnostic systems.
The author provides evidence-based recommendations for developing inclusive
education in Uzbekistan's context.
